We know inorganic rubbish can be reduced, reused,
and recycled. But, what can we do with organic
rubbish? Organic waste includes old or rotten food,
~ fruit and vegetable peel and all leftover food on your
plate after you are full. You can put it in your garden
Step 5: and after some time, it decomposes and transforms
into compost, which you can use to fertilize your
garden. Now, how to make compost? Well, start
Step 6 by separating your organic waste into a different
container. Don't use meat or bones. Dig a hole in the
soil and put a layer of straw in the bottom. Put in all
your kitchen waste and add more straw and green
waste (for example leaves, twigs and grass) on top.
